BEHAVIOUR MANAGEMENT POLICY

Statement of intent Our setting believes that children flourish best when their personal, social and emotional needs are met and where there are clear and developmentally appropriate expectations for their behaviour.  Our aim is that we provide an environment where children can develop self-discipline and self-esteem in an atmosphere of mutual respect and encouragement.

We work in accordance with the EYFS Statutory framework points 

Point 3.51‘Providers must not give corporal punishment to a child.  Providers must take all reasonable steps to ensure that all corporal punishment is not given by any person, who cares for or who is in regular contact with a child, or by any person, living or working in the premises where care is provided’
point 3.52
‘Providers must not threaten corporal punishment, and must not use or threaten any punishment, which could adversely affect a child’s well being’.

· Children attending the nursery will learn what behaviour is right and what is wrong through discussion and positive role modelling.  We use a variety of methods to teach children about positive behaviour; including using puppets and stories.

· We acknowledge considerate behaviour such as kindness and willingness to share.

· Children showing unacceptable behaviour will be reassured that they are valued as individuals even if their behaviour may sometimes be unacceptable.

· Bullying in any form is unacceptable and will be appropriately addressed; by discussion, modelling and explanation.  Parents will be informed.

· We use physical restraint, such as holding, only to prevent physical injury to children or adults and/or serious damage to property.
· If physical intervention is absolutely necessary to prevent injury, a note will be made and parents informed that day.
· Encouraging children to be responsible, for example, tidying up and creating own rules.
· The children are reminded of the setting’s rules for behaviour through circle time activities.

The rules are:

a) Ask your friend if you can play with a toy

b) Walk in nursery

c) Be kind to each other

d) Share the toys

e) Listen to other children or teachers when they are talking.

f) Look after the toys and books.

g) Look after our nursery surroundings.`
· Good behaviour will be encouraged by:

· Being firm, fair and consistent 

· Praise and encouragement

· Modelling appropriate behaviour

· Encouraging children to express their feelings in positive ways

· Adults acting as positive role models with regard to friendliness, care and courtesy

· Providing positive outlets for children’s energy
